of Culturally Sensitive Orchids 
Most of us appreciate orchids for their beauty, but 
many wild orchid species are used in foods and 
medicines and in cultural and religious ceremonies.  
That means that people harvest them. 

Tamara Ticktin is a 
Professor of Botany at 
the University of Hawaii 
at Manoa.  Her lab 
carries out research 
involving plants, people 
and conservation, 
including the sustainable 
use of wild forest 
resources. 

This month, drawing 
on the work of her lab 
and her collaborators in 
Mexico, Nepal and 
Greece, Tamara will talk 
about how diverse species are used, the threats they 
face, and the ways in which use and conservation can 
be compatible. 

Some orchid species have been so over-collected 
that they are extinct in the wild and are only found in 
collections of orchid growers.  Are all orchids doomed 
to suffer this fate, or is it there a way for people to 
harvest and use their native orchid species but still 
leave enough of them for the orchids to thrive in 
nature?  To find out, don’t miss this meeting!
